CALL FOR ABSTRACTS FOR POSTERS
On Tuesday 28 and Wednesday 29 April 2024, the Biorefine Cluster Europe (BCE) and the European Sustainable Phosphorus Platform (ESPP) join forces to organise the ESNI-NERM Conference at Ateliers des Tanneurs, 58-62 Rue des Tanneurs, 1000 Brussels (Belgium).

For this international scientific event, with an expected attendance of around 170 people during one day and a half, the BCE and ESPP are calling for abstracts of scientific posters. Template for abstracts

1. Abstract Title
The abstract title should be centred and written in bold with a font size of 14 pt.

2. Author Name*, Author Name**, 
*This is the first author’s name, affiliation, address (city and country) and email address
**This is the second author’s name, affiliation, address (city and country) and email address
The name(s) should be centred, in font size 12 pt, with the name of the presenter underlined.

3. Short Abstract
The abstract provides a short, clear description of the main facts or ideas of your poster presentation, covering the objectives, methodology, key findings, and conclusions of the research. Illustrations, photographs and tables in adequate resolution are welcome. This summary should not exceed 2500 characters (including spaces) and should be inserted on the first page, in the area labelled ‘Short Abstract’. Font size should be 12 pt.

4. Topic:
Indicate to what category or categories your topic is related:
1) Technologies
2) Agronomy
3) Sustainability
4) Policy / Path to market.

5. Keywords:
Add three to five keywords separated by a semicolon (;).

Other technical requirements 
· The font Times New Roman should be adopted for all the text.
· Authors from the same affiliation should share the same index number. The corresponding author should be marked by an asterisk (*).
· The abstract should be a MS Word file named in the format of the following example: 
‘Author name_Abstract for ESNI-NERM Conference 2026 – Poster session’.
Abstracts that do not meet these requirements will not be considered.

· The abstract deadline is Friday 30 January 2026. Please submit your abstract by e-mail to info@biorefine.eu and hans.ryckebusch@ugent.be 
· After submission you will be acknowledged of the receipt of the abstract via e-mail. 
· All authors who have submitted an abstract will receive notification by e-mail as to whether or not their abstract has been accepted by the organising parties. If you need a more formal notification please let us know. 
· The organising committee reserves the right to edit abstracts for clarity or correctness of English but will consult the author if any significant changes are needed.

The accepted abstracts will be used to compose a digital “ESNI-NERM Book of Abstracts”.
